· I shall not argue in front of the players and criticize in the background if I think my child is being treated unfairly.  I will discuss my concerns with the coach away from the ball field.

· I shall not be a “grand stand manager”.  I will let the players play and the coaches coach.  I understand that failure to do this will not only confuse the players, but it may also undermine what the coaches are doing.

· I shall remember that all managers, coaches, board members and other volunteers must earn a living and cannot work on football fulltime.

· I shall not complain about anyone unless I have labored more hours on the football program than they have.  I shall not be critical unless willing to pitch in and put in the necessary effort to correct the criticism.

· I shall let the referees ref.  Yelling at the referees does not accomplish anything positive.  Consistent yelling may cause me to be rejected.

· I shall set an example of good sportsmanship for my child to follow.

· I shall support the entire team, not just my child.  I will cheer the good plays of all the players.

· I will remember the game is for the youth – not the adults.

· I will ask my child to treat other players, coaches, fans, and officials with respect, regardless of race, sex, creed or ability.

· I shall not approach the referees after the game in a fit of disgust or anger over a call(s) they made during the game.
